We’re deeply proud of the impact we 
achieved in 2024. Through programs 

focused on training and the personal 
and professional development of young 
people, we reached 1,517 individuals 
from 30 different organizations — a 
14.8% increase in the scope of our work. 
This was made possible thanks to the 
tireless commitment of our 23 
supervolunteers and 367 volunteers 
across all our offices.

One project I want to spotlight is our 
global initiative Future Voices. It’s 

where we see real transformation in 
hundreds of young people who, thanks 
to the generosity of our volunteers, 
gain communication tools and soft 
skills that boost their professional 
outlook.

We’re also thrilled to have launched a 
new alliance with Fundación IE and 
introduced the IE – Fundación José 
Antonio Llorente Scholarships. This 
initiative supports talented young 
people and gives them the opportunity 
to study at IE University. It reflects our 
deep commitment to developing 
young talent and offers an incredible 
chance for those who excel 
academically and show motivation 
and resilience.

At its core, the Foundation is an 
extension of what LLYC stands for. Not 
just because it’s driven by the people of 
the LLYC Team, but because it 
represents the values José Antonio 
passed on to us — values that continue 
to shape how we think about 
communication, marketing, and 
corporate affairs.

With a clear purpose and firm principles, 
I’m confident we’ll keep moving forward, 
creating positive impact, and staying 
true to the transformational legacy 
that José Antonio Llorente left us.
